As a licensed childcare center, we must review all emergency 

contact forms and parent agreement forms every six months.  

Thank you for filling out new forms and for your patience as 

I have called to follow-up regarding missing information.   

New health assessments and updated immunization records 

are needed at specific times.  For children under the age of 2, 

this should be done every six months.  For children 2-5, we 

need one every year.  For school-age children, please follow 

the school district’s health requirements and make sure we 

get a copy.  It is important that you use the health assessment 

form we give you in order to meet our licensing paperwork 

requirements.   

CACFP food program forms must be completed by each 

family by the end of October.  Participation in this program 

allows us to offer you free breakfast lunch and snack.      

 

Child Care Information Services (CCIS) should have 

contacted you in the past few weeks to tell you what your 

new co-pay will be as of October 3
rd

.  However, we have not 

yet been contacted with your new rate.   Please let us know in 

the office so we can adjust the billing accordingly.  Also, 

remember that we are required to report delinquency if a 

family is two weeks behind in co-pays and also if a child is 

absent for ten consecutive days.  Please stay compliant with 

CCIS policies so you are can maintain funding requirements.

We are available for care from6:00AM-6:00PM when 

your child does not have school.   Our regular schedule:   

6:00-7:00:  free play 

7:00-8:00: breakfast and play 

8:00-9:00 bussing to schools 

3:00-4:00 bussing from schools then to pick-up our 

students from the Norristown center 

4:15-4:30 children arrive at Kid Zone 

4:30-6:00 snack, homework, play and clubs

free play times.  Help us to determine what time of the 

day would be best for us to offer club so that children 

are able to participate and still get time for homework. If 

you have any ideas for club activities or you would like 

to share resources, see any Kid Zone teacher.
